The company started marine business
with construction and maintenance of small sized wooden and steel ships. Lately it focused on construction of steel structures by
re-organising in 1979.

The Shipyard was moved to current location on Tuzla bay in 1986. In early 90’s Ceksan showed a considerable development and
reached its current situation with continuous efforts. The investments on marine business are still carried on to provide better
services to our customers.

Since its establishment the Ceksan Shipyard is governed by the BAYRAK family that third generation advances in marine business
today. With knowledge and experience of forty years the family carries this trophy as a tradition passes to generations.

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New Building

Until today more than fifty new building projects, certificated by the most
reputable classification societies such as DNV, BV, RMRS and TL, have
been carried out for our worldwide customers with delivery in time. As
so, regarding investment still carrying on, today we are capable to build
any kind of ship in any type, up to 20.000 DWT with quality and
convenience in confidence of our vast experience and know-how.

The shipyard located at Tuzla Bay and established on 17.000 m? area
facilitated with two slipways of 130x24 meters and 100x18 meters,
workshops, closed areas of 2000 m? in total, 150x8 meters pier, offices
and various capacities of cranes from 10 tons to 100 tons. Workshops
are furnished with CNC plasma cutting machines, automated welding
machines, press machine of 500 tons, bending machines, cranes, lathe
and drilling machines, etc.

On pre-design
step cooperated with Istanbul Technical University for
model tests and design modifications to assure design
speed and SMA’s noise and vibration requirements. As
result she is the most silent tanker with noise lowered
till 49 db in cabins and hospitals of accommodation
area, while engine is working. Delivered June 2007.

Twin Screw, Azimuth Thrusters, IMO 2 Type,
Ice 1C, Chemical Tanker;

She is equipped with twin main engine and twin azimuth
thrusters.
